He retired at
age 70 and moved to Bishop David Apartments where he still

resides. After retirement he was the chaplain at Jewish, Nor-
ton, and Kosair Hospitals, and Frazier Rehab for 12 years.

In April of this year | shared with you that the Parish Pastoral Council approved of the parish renting space within the
St. Barnabas Center to Immaculata Classical Academy. On Friday, June 10, 2011 Archbishop Kurtz signed a lease
agreement with Immaculata Classical Academy to rent space for an initial period of two (2) academic school years,
beginning this August.

This is good news as it will provide our parish with an additional $36,000 each year over the next two years. The mon-
ies will be put directly into our parish operating funds and will provide needed cash flow.

Immaculata Classical Academy is a Classical Liberal Arts School in the Catholic tradition educating children with special
needs — such as those with Down’s Syndrome. The school’s goal is to develop the academic, spiritual, and personal
character of the students -- as in other Catholic elementary schools.

Please welcome our new neighbors if you have the opportunity. July will be a very busy month for the teachers and
staff of the Academy as they prepare for the opening of their new academic home. Be mindful of them as you pray --
this is a very special ministry to very special children.

They began inquiring into the Catholic faith last November and discerned a call to continue with their conversion. At the
liturgy on May 22"d, each publicly declared what they were hoping to gain through ongoing formation in our Catholic way of
discipleship. From now until their initiations, they will participate in the weekly Dismissals (the study of the Scriptures to
which they go after the homilies) and you will have an opportunity to get to see them and know them. You can find a pray-
er card with their names in the back of Church.

ful country. While Western European
cultures are certainly different than Amer-
ican culture, we share far more political,
social and economic similarities with those
cultures than we do Vietnam. The chance
to depart from that framework, is really
exciting—and a little intimidating!’

Because she has had such strong
preparation for life abroad, she says, she
will be prepared to meet the challenges
ahead. In the spring of 2009, Maria stud-
ied abroad with the Centre-in-London
program, where she took courses about
Shakespeare, British politics, U.S. history
and the cultural influence of museums.
While she experienced things like the the-
ater abroad she says ‘The fish and chips
weren't bad, either!’

The history major has been involved
in a myriad of clubs and organizations dur-
ing her four years on campus. She has
worked at the Centre’s Writing Center,
was a founder of the Art House (living-
learning community dedicated to promot-
ing the arts on campus), served as a senior
representative to the Student Govern-
ment Association and helped bring about
the passage of a Medical Amnesty Policy,
something she says ‘the College has need-
ed for some time but had not yet

implemented. |, along with the rest of the
Student Affairs Committee, worked very
hard on that, and I'm hopeful that it will
protect future Centre students.’

After completing her Fulbright year,
Maria will return to the States to teach
high school social studies in Kansas City,
Missouri, as a corps member of Teach For
America, the national organization that
seeks to eliminate educational inequity in
the United States.

‘I decided to join TFA because |, like
Centre College, firmly believe that
someone's socio-economic background
should not preclude them from obtaining
an excellent education. TFA particularly
inspired me because its corps members go
on to help close the achievement gap in a
myriad of professional sectors, such as
law, policy, medicine and education.” And
after that? ‘I'm not sure, and | like it that
way,” she says. ‘I'm willing to follow wher-
ever the road of life takes me.””
